picnic, warm coat, mountaineering pants, rain gear, sun screen, sunglasses (or glacier glasses), water. The equipment can 
be rented for the package price of CHF 25 (harness, pole and crampons) in the Cesar Sport Saas-Fee hours 8:00-18:30. 
Also Cactus Sports (Pont-Neuf 6, Carouge 022 300 3001), among others, rents equipment. 

Price: about 350 CHF, including hotel, cable cars & guide (assuming 12 participants).
