Zermatt 5 lakes walk 
SAT, 8 Oct 2022 – easy/ medium 

 
On this classic hike, we will visit 5 mountain lakes (Stellisee, Grindjisee, Grunsee, Moosjisee, 

Leisee) and have the Matterhorn as our compass! If the sky is clear, we will see the Swiss icon 

reflected in a couple of these lakes. A straightforward enjoyable hike of around 3 hours 
excluding lunch break and photo stops.  

Tip: It is recommended to stay in Zermatt the night before the hike if possible. Do-able as a day trip but it 

would be a long day of travel (about 8 hours).

• Length: 9 km 

• Ascent: 241m Descent: 530m 

• Hiking time: 3 hours (excluding picnic lunch and photo stops) 

• Difficulty: Medium 

• Last cable car down: 17:20 (we should finish our hike before this!)

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Useful info: After arrival in Zermatt, we will have a coffee/refreshment before heading to the Sunnegga cable car station 

and expect to start our hike in Blauherd around noon. We should be back in Zermatt by 17:00. There is a train to Visp at 
17:13, and after changing at Visp at 18:21/18:35, you will arrive in Geneva at 20:50. 

Price: CHF 5 club tax (15 CHF for non-members) plus train one-way full price 98 CHF, half price 49 CHF (point to point 

ticket). Cable car (half price fares): Zermatt to Blauherd CHF 16.50, Sunnegga to Zermatt CHF 9.
